e) Annual Education Results Report: Mr. Pudwell reviewed the survey and noted improvements made since the previous year.  A copy of the survey will be filed with minutes from tonight’s meeting.
f) Input from School Council on District Budget:  A few McCoy parents attended the Stakeholder Consultation meeting held Jan. 18.  At tonight's meeting, there was some discussion regarding possible areas to be considered if budget cuts are necessary, e.g. full day Kindergarten, the possibility of using public transit to bus high school students, having school administrators teach some courses, etc.  Some School Council members feel it is difficult to give informed suggestions when there is not enough information available.
