Parent Association-

Highlights from Parent Assoc. Meeting of October 27/08
Facility Regional Plan: Although 2005 "Made in Medicine Hat
Solution" proposal (joint proposal between MHCBE & MHSD76) did
not receive approval, the government has now hired a consultant to
develop a 3-5 year plan (to be completed by Dec. 31/08). This will
again be a regional plan. MHCBE first priority continues to be to
obtain a new high school.
School Calendars: Deputy Supt. is currently working on developing
the 2009-10 and 2010-11 calendars. Input is gathered from all
principals, then the drafts go to the Board in Nov. After that, the
drafts go to school councils, teachers, etc. for input. MHCBE and
MHSD76 are attempting to schedule a common start date for the
school year. Since Easter is very late in 2011 (i.e. the last week of
April) instead of scheduling a one-week break at Easter, what is
being considered is a four-day weekend at Easter as well as a
"spring break" or "reading week", perhaps at the end of March.
Student enrolment is slightly lower that the numbers that had been
projected, but the actual enrolment this school year has increased
from last school year by 6.5 full-time equivalents.

Jodi Churla represented the Board at the Religious Education
Advisory Committee Meeting, which was attended by
representatives from the CWL, Knights of Columbus, Youth Ministry,
Religious Director, and Fr. Keith. These were among the items
discussed: (1) Changing McCoy High School name back to
Monsignor McCoy; (2) Is religious study by Cyber adequate;
possibly summer school courses could be offered as an alternative;
(3) Should it be mandatory that students enrolling in our school
system present a baptismal certificate.
