3.  Mr. Pudwell went in detailed discussion on the attendance policy, and fees for this year (which have remained the same as last year)

              7. Grants- Mr. Wilkinson went in detail over the new COW portable 

               carts, smart boards, Senteo system and CTS equipment which will

              bring McCoy into the 21 century.  The construction/Fabrication has 

             cutting edge technology plus a CAD program. High end MAC 

              computers, Fashion study software, and Grant money of $94,000 over 

                the next three years for additional CTS materials.

              8.  Neighbors and 8th Street- the administration team supervises 

              outside in the morning and lunch time, for both safety reasons and to 

             improve relationships with the neighbors.

              9.  Sponsorship- A staff committee has been formed to look into 
               details for the sponsorship and donor wall in the gym.  Mr. Leahy has 
              Requested that the sponsor wall be classy.  Mr. Pudwell said that the funds 

            could be run through the Catholic Education Foundation or Friends of McCoy.

5. Teacher Representative- Mr. Glen Barth and Mrs. Carol Drew mentioned that everything is outstanding this year with all the students. Red Day was a huge success.

Mrs. Wall motioned that Parent council pay the membership fee for 

     Medicine Hat Catholic Schools Parent Association fee of $20.00.  Maureen 

     seconded…. carried.
