MINUTES
McCoy School Council Meeting
November 18, 2009


Present:  Helen Brown, Geoff Wilson, Colleen Schauerte, Glen Barth, Clyde Pudwell, Janice Eckert

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05 by Chair, Janice Eckert.  An opening prayer was lead by Clyde Pudwell.

2. Agenda:  There were no additions.  The agenda was approved on motion by Clyde Pudwell.

3. Minutes of the October 7 meeting were approved by on motion by Glen Barth.

4. Administration Report by Clyde Pudwell:

a) Calendars for 2010-11:  The only difference between Option A & Option B is that Option A contains a PD day in June.  This group's preference was for Option B, in order to maximize the number of instructional days available for the high school students in Semester 2.
b) Diploma & Achievement Test Results:  Mr. Pudwell pointed out some highlights and interpreted the results of last year's results.
c) Facilities:  There was a brief discussion about the proposed plan for changes to grade configurations, etc. for facilities.  Gr. 9 will be moved out of McCoy, solving the space problem for our school.  The Board welcomes any feedback regarding the proposed plan; please contact Board members by phone or e-mail.
d) Bubbles Campaign:  The students are again collecting donations of PJ's, socks, underwear, toiletries, toys, etc. for kids at the Women's Shelter.  Last year they donated 1520 items, and the teachers donated $500 in gift cards and swim passes.
e) Adopt a Child:  Each grade has adopted one child through the Chalice Child program.  The students will hold various fundraisers to raise the money needed to support this project on an ongoing basis.
f) Advanced Placement Courses:  The school is attempting to reintroduce Advanced Placement Courses for Math & English, beginning in the 2011-12 school year.  This requires the addition of not only 30 level AP courses, but also 10 & 20 level "AP Prep" courses.  Extra staffing, space, textbooks, PD workshops, etc. will be needed in order to implement the program.
g) High Risk Initiative:  Students considered to be at high risk are those with problems in the areas of addictions, in trouble with the law, removed from the home, etc.  The program will help to coordinate the various services needed, with involvement by school admin staff, the resource officer, etc.  This program is initiated by the Justice System.
h) Final Exams Schedule:  A draft for the January 2010 final exam schedule was shared with School Council.
i) Staffing Changes for Semester II  were presented.
j) School Overseas Trip for 2010-11 School Year:   The next overseas trip is being planned for Easter break 2011.  The organizers are considering offering three separate trips, from which students can choose:  England/Ireland/Wales, Peru & Brazil, rather than taking all students to the same place.  Last year, 100 students went to Europe.

5. Student Rep Report by Colleen Schauerte:
· The students organized a work bee the weekend of Nov. 14 to do yard clean-up at the Women's Shelter. They raked 80 bags of leaves.
· The Grocery Cart Challenge netted almost 400 lbs. of grocery items for the Food Bank.
· Student Council held a work bee recently and cleaned up the Food Bank yard.
· The Mr. McCoy Contest will be held Dec. 3.  Each participant will need to present a Powerpoint show consisting of 10 "modelesque photos", participate in a fashion show and Q & A session, and showcase a talent.  Proceeds (admissions)  will go to the Adopt a Child Program.
· Students will participate in the play "Cinderella", to be held in Feb/10.
· A semi-formal dance is planned for Feb. 12.
· Crestwood Dental has asked the Art 30 class to paint ceiling tiles

7. Treasurer's Report by Helen Brown:  We have a bank balance of $923.77.  School Council received a cheque for $746.00 today, for this year's student fees.
