3.0 Additions to the agenda
There were no additions.

4.0 Review / Approval of October 22, 2009 minutes
There were no errors or omissions in the minutes from the last meeting.  Paula Lacher motioned to accept the minutes and Gerry Getz seconded the motion, and the motion was carried.

5.0 Bingo Report
Cabrini reported that we were fortunate to be scheduled for six bingos in January and February, 2010.  Sheets for these bingo dates were available for people to sign up.  Cabrini also stated that more workers are needed for the December 27th bingo, so please sign up for this bingo as well.  Each parent will be required to work 5 bingos for each student in band.  Any bingos worked from July, 2009 to the end of February will be counted for this school year.

6.0 Financial Report
Janice Eckert was not available, but sent the following information regarding our account balances as of November 16, 2009:

The General Account balance is lower than last month because some grocery gift cards were purchased to sell as a fundraiser.
Janice also sent the following information regarding bingo income:

	We have three more bingos scheduled for November and December, 2009 plus six for January and February, 2010.  Therefore, 
		9 bingos X $2492 = $22,428.00 is the forecasted income from the bingos remaining.

7.0 New Business
7.1 2009-2010 Trip to Edmonton
Mr. Weisgerber presented the following information concerning the proposed trip to Edmonton in April, 2010:
	McCoy administration did not deny the previously proposed 4 day trip, but recommended a 3½ day trip instead.  With this scenario for the trip the itinerary for April 23 – 26, 2010 would be as follows:
		Leave Friday at noon (this allows for a Friday evening activity), Saturday is an activity day, Sunday is mass in the am and then the music performance in the pm and an activity in the evening, Monday will be the adjudication and instrument workshops then returning back to Medicine Hat in the late evening.  The approximate value of the trip will be $35 – 36,000.  
Ray Hoger made a motion to accept the proposed itinerary and budget as Mr. Weisgerber proposed, Cabrini Hurst seconded, and the motion was carried.
Mr. Weisgerber asked that money is required from the students for the Edmonton trip to show their commitment to going on the trip.  A donation of $100 from each student was suggested.  Helen Brown made a motion that a $100 donation from each band student is required towards the Band Parent’s Association with $50 due by November 30th, 2009 and the remaining $50 is due by March 15th, 2010.  Ray Hoger seconded the motion, and the motion was carried.  Gerald will send a letter to the band parents to clarify the details of the donation and to also include information regarding fundraising ideas and the assistance required for the future fundraising endeavors. 

7.2 Fundraising
Before any fundraising discussions were held Mr. Weisgerber put forth several ideas for a proposed band trip in the spring of 2011.  By knowing how much money may be required for a trip then we will know approximately how much money needs to be raised and which trip we are aiming for.  Following are the four choices for a trip:
1.  Disney Magic Music Days April 29 – May 2, 2011.
$1395 X 64 students = $89, 280.
 This would include a competitive music festival, 2 performances, flights, accommodations, and a 2 day pass to Disneyland.
2.  Halifax April, 2011.
$1600 X 64 students = $102,400.
			     This would include 1 performance and workshops, a dinner
			     theatre, flights, accommodations, and sightseeing.
3.  Chicago in the spring, 2011.
$1370 X 64 students = $87,680.
This would include 2 performances, workshop, Chicago Symphony concert, workshop, and sightseeing.
4.  London, England during Easter week, 2011.
$2195 X 64 students = $140,480.
This would include performances, flights, accommodations, and sightseeing.
		It was suggested that grade 9 parents be invited to future meetings so they can help with the fundraising and realize the money required for going on a trip.
		Helen Brown stated that $4000 of grocery gift cards have been purchased and $1970 have been sold so far.  We have $20 and $50 denominations of Sobey’s and Co-op cards to sell.  The Sobey’s cards can also be used at Foodland IGA and the Co-op cards can also be used to buy fuel for vehicles.  Angela Turner will be available in Room 21 on Fridays during the lunch hour at McCoy to sell gift cards to the students.  It was agreed that we would take third party cheques.
		Ron Buscholl contacted Holy Family Parish and St. Patrick’s Parish to see if we can sell the gift cards after Sunday masses.  We have had the okay from Holy Family Parish, but are waiting to hear back from St. Patrick’s church.  It was decided to sell the gift cards once per month at each of the churches once it has all been approved.  One to two parents and at least two students are required at each mass to sell the cards.
		Other ideas that the fundraising committee has come up with and the potential dollar value that may be realized from each were provided:

		Other suggested ideas for fundraising were:  golf tournament, rent Monarch Theatre for a movie night, Tupperware sales and we’d realize 40% profit from sales, CWL donation, car wash, outdoor concert, cabaret, or donations from other businesses.
7.3 Band Concert
There is no band concert planned for December, but possibly there will be a concert held in January.
7.4 Communications
The Band Parent’s Association received several thank you cards.  Two cards were received from band students (Jessica Sehn and Jaimie Sehn) thanking for their award and recognition received at the McCoy Academic Awards night held recently.  Another thank you card was received from Clyde Pudwell and Doug Hendrichs thanking the Band Parent’s Association for supporting the McCoy Academic Awards night.
