Minutes for the October 22, 2009 meeting

1.0 Attendance

3.0 Additions to the agenda
There were no additions.

4.0 Review / Approval of September 22, 2009 minutes
After amending the minutes to show that Bonnie Harty, not Bonnie Taylor, should be on the Phoning Committee, Ray Hoger motioned to approve the minutes.  Paula Lacher seconded the motion, and the motion was carried.

5.0 Bingo Report
Cabrini Hurst was not present so there was no Bingo report.
We were reminded that we have bingos scheduled until  December, 2009.  We are not sure how many more bingos we will get for January and February, 2010, but we are not to work any more bingos after March 1, 2010.

6.0 Financial Report
Janice Eckert reported the following account balances as of September 30, 2009:

Janice stated that the books had been audited since the last meeting.  She thanked Ron Buscholl and Larry Horeczy for doing the audit.
Janice also mentioned that at next year’s Annual General meeting (to be held in September, 2010) the bylaws should be changed to reflect new dates for the fiscal year.

7.0 New Business
7.1 Initiatives for 2009-2010 Tentative trip to Edmonton
Mr. Weisgerber presented a proposed itinerary and budget for the band trip to Edmonton in April, 2010.  He presented two options:  Option 1 is from Friday, April 23rd to Monday, April 26th and Option 2 is from Friday, April 23rd to Tuesday, April 27th.  Option 2 would cost approximately $8200 more than Option 1.  A discussion was held about the pros and cons of each option.  
Randy Catalano made a motion that the band trip for the 2009/10 school year to Edmonton in April will be Option 2 as presented by Mr. Weisgerber.  Ray Hoger seconded the motion.  12 were in favor of the motion, 6 were against, so the motion was carried subject to Mr. Weisgerber given the okay from the school administration to go ahead with the trip. 
Ron Buscholl made a motion that Mr. Weisgerber can start to make plans for the Edmonton trip in April, 2010 and go ahead and make deposits for the festival, accommodations, etc..  Gerry Getz seconded the motion and the motion was carried.

7.2 Fundraising
Gerald stated that we really need to get some fundraising going since our bingos are coming to an end soon.  He reported that bingo income last year was $55,000 which translates to about $1000 per student.  We will need to find other ways of raising this amount of money, in order to continue supporting the band trip expenses.
An open discussion was held to get some fundraising ideas.  Some of the ideas presented were:  Community Spirit Grant (very successful for St. Francis School), grocery gift cards, bottle recycling or bottle drives, Silent Auction at the band concerts, 50/50 draws at the band concerts, raffles, Sponsorship wall at McCoy (donation could be earmarked to the Band program), contact K of C for donations, Friends of McCoy, etc.  It was felt that the students need to get involved as well.  
There was a discussion about the necessity of keeping track of each student’s involvement in fundraising.  Some ideas for a tracking system (e.g. attaching a dollar amount to each fundraiser, etc.) were considered.  No decisions were made at this time.  
The fundraising committee will meet after this meeting to set a date for a meeting for their committee in the near future.

8.0 Next Meeting / Adjournment
