Student Report by Colleen Schauerte: 
Colleen  introduced herself as the new Student President and relayed that Red Day was well done! Absolutely no initiations were done by the grade twelves.  Used a new venue called “Central” it was larger and had more to offer.  Some of the events taking place were the dunk tank, video game room, skate park, as well as the regular obstacle courses and more. Administration Report: given by Mr. Pudwell
Discussed the school population and its growth over the next few years.  
The plagiarism policy that has been put into place all students are aware of this policy.
DIPS/PATS: Part A in all science and math have been eliminated.  By doing this the government is saving approx 1.7 million plus time and wages for them to be marked.

New classes introduced into McCoy this year: French 30, Spanish 30, Sports Performance 9, Guitar 9.

Cafeteria: introducing new foods: “Most Often, Least Often”.  Hot meals and sandwich bar Monday-Friday, least often foods on Friday only (their busiest day).

District Capital Plan: McCoy becoming grades 10-12 and moving grade 9's. As the grade three’s to sixes make it to McCoy the population will grow to 1100 students.

Three Year Plan: Report Cards show level of Diploma Excellence and Diploma Acceptance are the two issue areas.  The goal is to improve student learning through effective teaching.

Youth Ministry luncheon: students will submit questions and a priest will come out to a luncheon and answer some of their questions.  The students whose questions were selected will attend the luncheon.  It was suggested that an attempt to reach more than those few students should be made.  Mr. Pudwell will bring that concern up.
