Minutes for the March 16, 2010 meeting

1.0 Attendance / Prayer

Gerald led everyone in attendance with the Lord’s prayer.

2.0 Additions to the agenda
There were no additions.

3.0 Review / Approval of February 9, 2009 minutes
There was an amendment required for the minutes from the last meeting:  Margo Delwo is also helping to set up the credit system for the fundraising efforts. Bonnie Harty made a motion to accept the amended minutes Hugh Arthur seconded the motion, and the motion was carried.

4.0 Bingo Report
All of the bingos are now complete.  We are waiting to get the rest of the proceeds from the bingos worked up to the end of February. We received our ‘McCoy High School  Band Parents Association’ banner back from the bingo hall. 

5.0 Financial Report
Janice Eckert was not present, but the following information regarding our account balances as of March 15, 2010 was submitted:

Only initial deposits have been made so far for the Edmonton trip and so most expenses are still due.  Approximately $30,000 will still be out-going for the Edmonton trip.  Paula Lacher made a motion to accept the financial report, Linda Norris seconded it and the motion was carried.

6.0 New/Old Business
6.1 2009-2010 Trip to Edmonton
Mr. Weisgerber stated that basically everything was in place for the Edmonton trip from April 23 - 26, 2010.  A fast food place to stop to eat on the way to Edmonton and again on the way home needs to be booked.  The final itinerary should be out by the end of the month.  
	
6.2 Trip 2011
Mr. Weisgerber presented the results from the survey for choice of trip for 2011.  The results were as follows:  	Disney trip – 28

Therefore, Mr. Weisgerber suggested that the Disney trip takes place May 5-9, 2011 at a cost of $99,755 total which would include:

Depending on how well our fundraising goes then all of the deposits may not need to be collected and possibly refunds may be given.  Mr. Weisgerber suggested that the minimum amount that should be paid per student is $400.
Curtis Harty made a motion to implement the deposit schedule for the Disney trip in May, 2011 as outlined by Mr. Weisgerber, Hugh Arthur seconded the motion and the motion was carried.
Mr. Weisgerber also mentioned that a demo tape needs to be submitted to see if we get accepted for the trip this fall (6 months prior to the trip).  McCoy Band will need to commit to the trip with Affinity tours by October, 2010.  Information regarding this trip will be sent out in May, after the Edmonton trip is over.

6.3 Fundraising Committee Update
Ron Buscholl spoke on behalf of the Fundraising Committee.  He stated that it is a risk to join with the Moose Lodge as a fundraising partnership, but it is worth taking the chance to replace the money we have lost from bingo income.  We aren’t losing any money in this venture by giving it a try.  The Moose Lodge has made no solid commitment or guarantee in the amount of money we will receive.  The more we get involved and help out the more we will get in return.  The raffle ticket sales is currently the biggest fundraising drive.  The Band Parent’s Association has $70,000 worth of raffle tickets to sell.  We are aiming to receive $25,000 from the proceeds of the raffle.  Each band student is encouraged to take a package of raffle tickets to sell.  The tickets sell for 1 for $20 or 3 for $50.  The draw date is June 19th, so we have to work on selling these tickets quite quickly. The Moose Lodge has several dates in the next couple of months where the raffle tickets will be sold at the Medicine Hat Mall or Canadian Tire.  The parents will be notified of these dates through email and are asked to sign up to help sell tickets.  Volunteers are also required to help at the Sunday brunches at the Moose Lodge.  Two students and one parent are required for each Sunday.  The students would help serve meals, take dirty dishes from the tables, fill coffee, etc. (not washing dishes).  The Moose Lodge would appreciate the parents of the Band Parent’s Association becoming members of their club.  They presently have approximately 900 members with membership fees at $65 for the first year and $40 each subsequent year.  The Moose Lodge would like the band to have one or two performances per year at their club house.  Mr. Weisgerber thought it would be more feasible if we had a jazz band or rock band (fewer members) or duets or smaller groups performing.  Mr. Weisgerber suggested that instead we try a supper and performance at our own location and maybe charge $20 per person and that way we would realize more of the profit.  Another activity that volunteers are required with the Moose Lodge is to help work at their bingos.  Howard Snodgrass communicated with Bishop Henry concerning working at these bingos and it is okay.  Ron would like the phoning committee to get parents of the Band Parent’s Association signed up for all of the above mentioned activities with the Moose Lodge.  The Moose would pay our association installments every four months.  The first four month payment would be after the raffle date, so we should have a better idea of how this partnership is working by this date.  		
Rita Snodgrass made a motion to accept the fundraising partnership (including raffle ticket sales, membership, bingos, and Sunday brunches) with the Moose Lodge for four months or until we get our first installment from them at which time we can review our partnership.  Linda Norris seconded the motion and the motion was carried.

6.4 Credit System for Fundraising Efforts
The committee has started setting up the credit system for fundraising, but it has not been finalized yet.  It was suggested that people working on committees should get recognized and get credit for this.  Credit for grocery gift cards would be by the amount sold.  If a garage sale was held or a bottle drive was held then the credit would be a set amount for participating.
 
7.0 Next Meeting / Adjournment
Margo Delwo made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Hugh Arthur seconded the motion and all were in favor.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, September 21, 2010 at 7 pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.
