Minutes for the February 9, 2010 meeting

1.0 Attendance / Prayer

2.0 Additions to the agenda
There were no additions.

3.0 Review / Approval of November 17, 2009 minutes
There were no errors or omissions in the minutes from the last meeting.  Paula Lacher motioned to accept the minutes and Bonnie Harty seconded the motion, and the motion was carried.

4.0 Correspondence

5.0 Bingo Report
Cabrini reported that we have two bingos remaining, one on February 14th and one on February 24th. That will be the end of the bingos and the two remaining bingos are filled with workers. Cabrini was thanked for all of her hard work for organizing the workers for the bingos over the past few years and was given a round of applause.

6.0 Financial Report
Janice Eckert presented the following information regarding our account balances as of February 9, 2010:

It is possible that more people would not attend the next meeting, so it was decided that Gerald would send out a letter to the band parents laying out the choices for the trip and a response is required by Tuesday, March 9th.
7.3 Fundraising Committee Update
		A partnership with the Moose Lodge is being looked into.  Howard Snodgrass and Ron Buscholl are attending a meeting at the Moose this evening to determine details about this endeavor.  The Moose is a community organization and we feel it could be a great club to partner up with, not only for financial reasons, but a great opportunity for our band students as well.  Details about this partnership will be available at the next scheduled meeting.
		Once again it was suggested that grade 9 parents be invited to future meetings so they can help with the fundraising and realize the money required for going on the trip.			Helen Brown stated that $19700 of grocery gift cards have been purchased with a profit of $1970 so far (once all of these cards are sold).  Angela Turner will continue to be available in Room 21 on Fridays during the lunch hour at McCoy to sell gift cards to the students.  It was suggested to try to sell the grocery cards at the Cinderella play at the Esplanade if possible.  Erika Bodnaruk will find out if this can be done.  Angela suggested that the phoning committee should phone all parents about our grocery card fundraiser because not all parents are getting involved in this fundraiser --- is it because they are not aware of it??
		With very short notice a bottle drive was held in December with a profit of approximately $360.  More bottle drives were suggested, but no set dates were booked.  It was suggested that we have a REDI truck outside of the school once a month to collect bottles, or outside the Moose once a month, or at the old Canadian Tire facility and have announcements made on the local radio stations to advertise and make more people aware of our fundraiser.
		The talent show tentatively booked in March has been put on hold for now.  All other fundraising ideas have been tabled for now until we hear further details from the Moose partnership meeting being attended this evening.
		The fundraising committee plans to set up a credit system to keep track of each band student’s participation in the fundraising activities.  Mr. Weisgerber will see if he can get a copy of the credit recording system that Crescent Heights High School Band, Medicine Hat High School Band, or Medicine Hat College Choir uses.  Steve Gloin and Paula Lacher volunteered to assist with establishing a credit system.
