1. Administration Report-  Mr. Pudwell reported on the following:

a) McCoy Budget- (very tight budget) - The administration and central office staff are working on balancing the budget within the district. There will be cutbacks in all areas. 
Staff Changes- Mr. Schemko is leaving, Mrs. Miller is moving to St. Michael’s Bow Island, Mr. MacDougal is moving to Nova Scotia, Mr. Carroll is on disability leave.  New staff- Mr. Flaig- Math/Physics, Mr. Schlosser- Social Studies.  There is an increase in internal teaching time.
b) Alberta Education funds- Extra money $55,000, has been given to McCoy to improve completion rates, a new shop teacher position has been created.
c) Accountability Pillar Results- October 2008 there were 5 areas with issues.  May 2009 there is now 2 areas with issues- Diploma acceptable and diploma excellent.  The school will start a SUCCESS plan for students which will involve Students, Parents, and Administration.  They will decide upon a plan, sign it, and everyone will know what is expected of the student(s) involved.
d) June 5 Golf Tournament- the Catholic Education Foundation will hold a golf tournament at Cottonwood Golf course.  
e) June 11- Athletic Awards- supper at 6:00/awards at 7:00.
e) June 12- Year end religious celebration and fare well to staff leaving. 
f) June 16- last day of classes.

2.  Medicine Hat Catholic Parent Association Rep- Janice Eckert reported on minutes from March 30 and May 25 meetings.  She mentioned that full day kindergarten costs the school district $600,000 a year.  Budget is tight, there will be 2 ½ positions cut at central office. Due to budget cutbacks several schools will be having split classes and/or lose staff.  Administration procedure 260 has been updated.  This involves school trips out of town, if the group is away on a Sunday; they must make every attempt to attend mass. Bill 44 was discussed.  The Catholic foundation gives money to people who are attending Catholic leadership sessions.  Policy 17- School Council has been asked to review and add to the bylaws and policies at the first meeting in the fall.  The Secretary Treasurer will be asking all school council treasurers’ to meet with him for a school audit.  ATA will be paying School Council Parent Association fees next year. Ray West presented what every school is doing to promote citizenship within the school. The Newspaper now has a weekly section for all schools to report on what is happening at their school. Alberta Education has a site where people can join in conversation about education.
