6. Teacher Rep Report - by Glen Barth.  The staff if very happy that Lance Rosen will be continuing on with the Youth Ministry.  The teachers are putting the finishing touches on the Grad preparations.
7. Parent Association Rep Report - by Janice Eckert. At the May 16 Parent Assoc. meeting Mr. Leahy reviewed the proposed agenda, which the Board will vote on at the May 24 meeting.  A deficit of $768 572.00 will be able to be covered from the reserve fund, but only for 1 year.  Between the schools and the school board there is $1.8 million in reserves.  Currently, enrolment for the 2011-12 school year is down by 130 students.  Reasons for students leaving the District include:  about 1/3 are moving out of the city, about 1/3 are moving to District #76.  When surveyed regarding their reasons for moving to the public school system, most of them said because that is where their friends are going, and some feel there are more options to choose from at the middle school and high school levels.  The District is attempting to re-establish a kindergarten class at St. Michael’s Bow Island.  The input the Board gathered from attendees at the recent Town Hall Meeting is posted on the website.  The Nutrition AP has been finalized.  A Monsignor McCoy School 50th Reunion Dance will be held July 2; all former McCoy students are invited (details on website).
