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Directions:  It is possible to talk about four levels of characterization.  At the most basic level, information may be given concerning a character’s age, height, sex, build, race, etc.  This is the physical level.  Elements which place a character within a particular environment, such as religion, social status, family relationships, profession, etc. constitute the social level.  The psychological level refers to a character’s attitudes, motives, likes and dislikes.  The moral level of characterization, often less obvious than the others, includes the character’s sense of right and wrong and elements that lead to the choices and decisions ultimately made by the character.
