In A Streetcar Named Desire, Tennessee Williams evokes an atmosphere of the tangible and intangible sights and sounds of the decaying Elysian Fields.  The “Blue Piano,” locomotive, trumpet and drums, melodies heard within Blanche’s imagination, and the primitive world of New Orleans shift easily in and out of the scenes.

On a more concrete level, the physical setting of the Kowalski flat provides the backdrop for the escalating and conflict among the characters.
