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Lesson 4
Development of Conflict
Objectives:

· To determine escalating conflict between the main characters
· To recognize situations which lead to conflict

· To understand conflict in scenes 2, 3, and 4 as a lever for conflict throughout the play
Notes:


Conflict is necessary to create and maintain interest and suspense.  In A Streetcar Named Desire, the scenes are arranged in climactic order.  They increase in interest as the tension between characters increases.

Although the major conflict is comprised of confrontations between Stanley and Blanche, there is corresponding conflict between Blanche and Stella, and Stella and Stanley.  This three-way conflict is established in scenes 2, 3, and 4.
