
This is the final writing assignment on your Part A Written exam.  It is worth 15% of your exam.  You will probably be tired by this part of the exam but it is worthwhile to focus and try your best.  

Read the situation described in the exam in its entirety and use it to complete the assignment.


· You will be asked to write a Speech or Letter using a persuasive/convincing tone.

· Suggested time for this section is 40-50 minutes.  I would also suggest writing 3-4 pages.

·  You will be given a student’s name and title as a persona (i.e. you are Jordan Samson, President of the Prosper High School Students’ Council).  Begin and end your speech/letter appropriately.

· You will probably be asked to accept or reject some proposal.  Be very clear about your position.  A wishy-washy response will not help you.  Be confident and sure of your choice.

· Consider your purpose and audience.

· Study the information provided before making your decision.  You can even highlight/circle/make notes, etc. on your copy.  

· Use the evidence given to support your decision.  Even briefly quote the evidence in your response.

· However, don’t just lift the material off of the exam to use in your response.  Markers are looking for you to have an opinion too.  Think for yourself and place yourself in the scenario given.  

· Use an appropriate tone and ensure your word choice is effective.
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
