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25 – Exceptional Narrative Writing


The writing has a strong sense of voice; the writer understands “showing” writing and uses full sensory description; similes and metaphors are used; the organization of the paper is smooth and seamless; the writer uses excellent vocabulary; paper tends to be longer but maintains excellence; mechanics and spelling are very correct.

20 – Strong Narrative Writing


The writing is interesting and easy to read; the writer uses showing writing; similes and metaphors are used; the organization of the paper is very good, there are no breaks in the flow; the writer uses good vocabulary; mechanics and spelling are strong.

15 – Capable Narrative Writing


The writing is good; the writer uses some showing writing although there are some places where telling is used; the organization is capable; there may be breaks in flow, but they are not serious; the writer uses grade-levelled vocabulary; mechanics and spelling are grade-levelled.

10 – Developing Narrative Writing


The writing tends to be flat and predictable; there is more telling writing than showing writing; there are breaks in the flow but the paper is still readable; the vocabulary is rather simple; mechanics are noticeably incorrect.

8 – Limited Narrative Writing


The writing is sketchy and brief; there is a great deal of “and then” type of writing; there are great gaps in the storyline and the paper is perhaps difficult to follow; the vocabulary is simplistic; mechanics are poor and interfere with readability.
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
