VISUAL ANALYSIS Photographic Techniques
1.    CONTRAST
-Always watch for this. It can be very important and significant to the meaning of the
photograph. Some examples: light vs dark      nature vs man
old vs new
JUXTAPOSITION: Placing 2 contrasting things side by side
2. COLOR
-What do the colors suggest? Symbolize? Mood created?
-Are they bright and cheery / festival-like / family related?
-Are they dark and foreboding?
3. LIGHTING
-Is it bright, normal, shadowy? What could this mean? Remember: light=good; dark=evil.
4. CAMERA TECHNIQUES
-Different techniques can mean different things:
close-up: to reveal the character's unhappiness and tears / revealing their soul
High angle: to reveal someone / thing that is superior looking down. OR Low
angle:
Someone inferior looking up.
Eye level: often means equality / clarity of vision
Long shot or wide angle: feeling of distance / or unobtainability of object
5. FRAMING
-In what way has the photographer isolated the subject from its surroundings?
-What things are included / excluded? What could that mean?
-The photographer was purposely trying to isolate an object to make it stand out. Creates a focus or focal point. Why is this object important?
